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Introduction 

The San Francisco State University Data Book, produced by the Office of Academic 

Institutional Research, is intended to provide answers to questions frequently asked by 

SF State administration, faculty, staff, and students.  The Data Book presents current and 

historical demographic, enrollment, and degree information, providing an overview of 

trends characterizing SF State. 

 

Highlights from 2012-13 

¶ The demographic makeup of our first-time freshmen class has evolved over time. 

White students made up 36% of the class in 2009. Today that figure stands at 

21%. At the same time, underrepresented minorities have increased as a 

percentage. 

¶ Since 2009, graduate student enrollments have declined from 4,867 to 3,652. 

¶ One, two, and three-year continuation rates all rose for students beginning as 

first-time freshmen. 

¶ For students beginning as first-time freshmen, four and five-year graduation rates 

rose 3 and 5 percentage points respectively. 

¶ Six-year graduation rates for students beginning as first-time freshmen, however, 

fell from 47.3% to 45.5%. 

¶ The four-year graduation rate for transfer students rose from 70% to 72%. 

¶ In 2012-13 the total number of Bachelorôs degrees awarded increased to 6,481, 

up from 5,724 in 2011-12. 

¶ The percentage of first-time freshmen receiving Pell grants rose from 39% to 

44%, indicating an increase of students from low-income backgrounds.
